Summary: The exploitation of the natural environment and natural
resources for human life during the Palaeolithic and the Neolithic period
was vital for both survival through nutrition as well as the utilization of
natural resources in other aspects of everyday life: tool production,
jewelery, figurines, etc. The seminar focuses on the use of natural
resources and the modes of exploiting them per period. As for the lithic
raw materials we will examine their sources (primary and secondary), the
supply conditions for each period and the distribution networks. As
regards the economy and nutrition, we will present and discuss the ways
of obtaining food and the differences of the economic models per period:
foraging and hunting during the Palaeolithic, agriculture and animal
husbandry during the Neolithic. We will analyze examples of key
areas/sites per period as Middle Kalamas valley in Thesprotia, Franchthi
and Theopetra (diachronic habitation), Knossos, Dikili Tash, Alepotrypa
Cave, Diros (Neolithic); the tool assemblages and the archaeological data
of flora and fauna will be discussed and compared. We will attempt to
understand how all these informations shed light on the exploitation of
the natural environment by prehistoric humans.

Summary: This seminar aims at the research of religious beliefs and
ritual practices of the societies of prehistoric Crete and Cyprus,
particularly during the Late Bronze Age. The subject is approached at two
levels. First, the architectural remains of sites, traditionally considered as
sacred places, on the basis of their design and equipment, are examined.
The term design includes issues like the organization of space and the
presence of structures with religious character, while equipment refers to
objects of specialized use, as for instance clay and stone vessels, figurines
made of different materials and other. At a second level, the relevant
iconographic representations and the various interpretations suggested
regarding their meaning will be studied. The term iconography includes
mainly representations on fresco paintings, seal engraving, the clay
models and/or representations in other means. Within this larger context
a series of problems will be discussed: the identification of formal and
informal areas of worship, the status of deity or deities, and the character
of the ceremonies and the possible association of religion with groups
exercising power.

Summary: With the assistance of seminar papers, the function of
enigmatic isolated objects -or types of objects- of the prehistoric Aegean
will be researched.

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At the end of the seminar the post-graduate students will participate in a
weekly field trip in the Argo-Saronicos Gulf to be trained in the use of
remote sensing (aerial and underwater) surveying methodologies. The
field work will be focused in the mapping of coastal palaeo-enviroments.

Summary: The care for the deceased in medieval Byzantium (7th-15th c.)
had an important influence on church architecture, monumental painting
and sculpture as well. The introduction of inta muros burials in the cities
and especially in the churches converted the narthex into a burial place
with arcosolia and simple graves and later on added independent burial
chapels to the main church building. Following this evolution, the
iconographic program of the narthex included eschatological
representations. The graves were decorated with works of sculpture —
sarcophagus slabs and arcosolium arches. On the other hand, lower
classes continued to be buried in cemeteries where ancient habits
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remained in practise, especially on the form of the tombs and the
adornment of the dead.

The seminar will focus on these aspects, concentrating to the new data
from recent excavations in middle and late Byzantine cemeteries.

Summary: The interdisciplinary seminar will focus on the dynamic
relation between the Byzantine Capital and the provinces in the period
between the 7th and 12th centuries. In literature, as a rule, this relation is
defined by a centre-periphery interpretative model, according to which all
political, administrative and artistic trends followed a one-way direction,
stemming from Constantinople to the provinces. This reading, which
implies and presupposes the superiority of the Capital over the provinces,
1s supported by the Byzantine sources themselves, as for the literate elite
of Constantinople life away from the Capital was considered almost
intolerable. Nevertheless, against this entrenched interpretation of
Byzantium’s political phenomena, administrative structures and artistic
expressions, modern research has to offer new, more nuanced readings.
Byzantine provinces offered impetus and dynamism to the Capital, and
the growth of provincial political and artistic centres, encouraged by the
authorities of Constantinople, formed regional or supra- and inter-regional
networks that occasionally rivalled, or asserted influence in developments
in the Capital itself.

However, in the period under consideration, central authorities
undoubtedly retained administrative, military and ecclesiastical control
over the provinces and were constantly adjusting their policies in order to
control state institutions (imperial court hierarchies, fiscal centralization,
ecclesiastical administration), so that Constantinople remained the single
centre of political power and the spiritual metropolis of the Empire.
Through the study of the sources, the consideration of methodological
tools, and the analysis of monuments and objects the seminar will
investigate the movement of people, ideas and objects to and from the
Byzantine provinces, the relationship of the City with provincial centres in
the Empire and the various networks connecting the countryside, with
regional centres and the Byzantine capital.

Summary: The patriarch, being the head of the Church of
Constantinople, was tasked with the spiritual salvation of his flock, just as
the emperor was responsible for the material welfare of his subjects.
Imperial power and priesthood had to co-exist in harmony in order to
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guarantee the happiness of the Byzantine people. Whenever there was an
1mbalance between these two powers, it caused a grave crisis that would
shake the world of Byzantium to its foundations. It was only the
collaboration between Church and State that could secure the normal
function of the institutions and the social peace on which the survival of
the Empire relied. Emperor’s subjects and the patriarch’s faithful at the
same time, politically Roman and religiously Christian, these two terms
constituted the basis of the Byzantine citizen’s identity. The seminar will
use specific case-studies in order to examine the accord or discord that
existed between Church and State, as well as the various consequences
that followed after every instance of either co-operation or rift between the
two supreme bodies of political and spiritual leadership in the Empire.

Summary: In 1261 Byzantium emerges, for the last time, as an
appreciable power on the international scene. Byzantine diplomacy enters
the last phase of its history. After an ephemeral flash, and from the
beginning of the fourteenth century, it is called to readjust itself to new
conditions and carry the weight of survival of an empire, which from the
point of view of military conditions, it had been impoverished and
weakened. As under the gravity of the new circumstances diplomatic
practices deviated distinctly from previous Byzantine tradition, diplomacy
during the Palaeologean period is proven crucial and at the same time
intricate. Mobilizing tested means and novel practices, the Palaeologean
diplomacy succeeded, in the midst of many adversities, in extending the
life of Byzantium for two more centuries and in leaving behind intense its
traces in all major centers of the world at that time.

Summary: In recent years, a particular interest has been developed by
Byzantinists and Medievalists in war ideology and the legitimation of war
(the legal framework for the proclamation and conduct of a war considered
as a just war), the behavior of states and their army during its course, its
impact on the population and the economy. Its antipode, peace, has been
also — and still is - subject of research. But since war is the means of
achieving peace and of healing the evil it constitutes (according to the
theory of Ambrose and Augustine embraced by the Eastern Roman
Empire) war and peace should be studied together, so that through the
study of the war the Byzantine views and tactics for peace can also be
detected.

Therefore, the aim of the seminar is to investigate: a) the Byzantine
perceptions of war and peace; b) the ways in which they sought to avoid
the armed conflict and to maintain peace and, on the other hand, those
with whom they sought victory; (c) the reality of the war: the ways of
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conducting it, the behavior of soldiers and leaders, the demographic and
economic implications.

Summary: The interdisciplinary seminar will focus on the dynamic
relation between the Byzantine Capital and the provinces in the period
between the 7th and 12th centuries. In literature, as a rule, this relation is
defined by a centre-periphery interpretative model, according to which all
political, administrative and artistic trends followed a one-way direction,
stemming from Constantinople to the provinces. This reading, which
implies and presupposes the superiority of the Capital over the provinces,
1s supported by the Byzantine sources themselves, as for the literate elite
of Constantinople life away from the Capital was considered almost
intolerable. Nevertheless, against this entrenched interpretation of
Byzantium’s political phenomena, administrative structures and artistic
expressions, modern research has to offer new, more nuanced readings.
Byzantine provinces offered impetus and dynamism to the Capital, and
the growth of provincial political and artistic centres, encouraged by the
authorities of Constantinople, formed regional or supra- and inter-regional
networks that occasionally rivalled, or asserted influence in developments
in the Capital itself.

However, in the period under consideration, central authorities
undoubtedly retained administrative, military and ecclesiastical control
over the provinces and were constantly adjusting their policies in order to
control state institutions (imperial court hierarchies, fiscal centralization,
ecclesiastical administration), so that Constantinople remained the single
centre of political power and the spiritual metropolis of the Empire.
Through the study of the sources, the consideration of methodological
tools, and the analysis of monuments and objects the seminar will
investigate the movement of people, ideas and objects to and from the
Byzantine provinces, the relationship of the City with provincial centres in
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the Empire and the various networks connecting the countryside, with
regional centres and the Byzantine capital.

Summary: The seminary will focus on the propagation of nationalisms in
the Ottoman Empire during the second half of the 19th and the beginning
of the 20th centuries, particularly as it concerns the transition from the
traditional religious (or ethno-religious) community (millet) to the modern
collective identity, that is the nation. Another important issue associated
with the above mentioned topic concerns the probable resistances to the
propagation of nationalisms from the part of the ottoman environment, in
which the main ideology was ottomanism, of the communities of the
countryside as well as from the ecclesiastical milieus. The seminary will
attempt also to answer the question if belonging to a nation was
something obvious during the above mentioned period in the ottoman
context or it was a target to be achieved. There will be also a critical
presentation of the arguments used by the different nationalisms in order
to precise the group or the groups claimed to form a part of the respective
nations, as well as the “war” of maps, statistics, churches and schools. The
main geographical areas that will be covered are parts of Macedonia,
Thrace and Anatolia.

The confrontation among sources written in different languages and
composed by factors having contrasting views on the issue seems to be
useful. Sources that will be studied are written in Greek (reports by
diplomatic agents of the Greek state, as well as from the Patriarchate of
Constantinople, censuses etc.), same adequate texts written in Bulgarian,
as well as ottoman sources (salnames, that is official annuaries, censuses
etc.).

Summary: This seminar will investigate aspects of the history of the
family in the Greek lands under Venetian rule from the 13th through the
18th centuries. Morespecifically, the concept of family, its types (nuclear
or extended), its structure and its function will be explored, together with
various factors associated with the family, such as gender and age. Stress
will be laid on institutions that were connected with the individual’s
personal relationship and his/her fortune, as for instance betrothal,
marriage, relations between parents and children, etc., based on the legal
provisions of the different laws applying in the Greek-Venetian territories,
1.e. Byzantine, Venetian, feudal. In parallel, the family will be studied as a
factor of the shaping of power mechanisms and financial relationships as
well as of the development of sentiments, social behaviors and identities
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by comparison with analogous phenomena prevailing especially in the
metropolis of Venice, but also in the rest of the Greek lands. Primary
historical sources, and particularly public and private documents, will be
utilized, while contemporary historiography will contribute to the
typological and theoretical approaches to the topic, in dialogue with
historical anthropology and other scientific domains.

The seminar course will be taught in weekly 3-hour lessons over a
minimum of 13 weeks. Five of the 3-hour seminar lessons will have the
character of open meetings/lectures.

Summary: The seminar explores the relationship between crime and the
making of criminal justice and public order institutions in pre-
revolutionary and revolutionary Greece. Approaching crime as a field
where the “big” history of power and institutions and the “small” history of
everyday life meet, the seminar attempts to intervene critically in the
debate over state formation in Greece during the War of Independence, as
well as to trace continuities and ruptures in social relations and attitudes
brought about by revolution. The seminar also aims to familiarize
students with the methodological tools of crime history, and on the
occasion of the Greek example to discuss critically some of its basic
assumptions.

Summary: The course will discuss the emergence of new forms of social
activity and international cooperation: human rights, technological
developments (satellites, computers, the Sea Bed and others), the
environment, the oil shocks, financial/economic deliberations, détente and
the trend towards multilateralism.

Summary:How are social and gender hierarchies, and power relations in
the Ionian Islands during the last century of the Venetian rule highlighted
and reflected through marital conflicts, inappropriate sexual behavior of
married men and, especially, married women, broken marriage promises,
and rapes? To what extent does the sexual deviation threaten the
structures of the Venetian political-patriarchal system, and to what extent
do divorces and illegal marriages reveal its ruptures? How is sexual crime
conceptualized and to what extent do the Venetian subjects assimilate or
use the legal practices of the Dominant or of the Orthodox Church? How
do the State and the Church, Catholic and Orthodox, intervene and
regularize sexual life by "invading" the private sphere? Lastly, to what
extent do sentiments, affections and social behaviors emerge through the
archive material?
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All these questions will be discussed in the course of the seminar, during
which students will study the literature in order to use it in the analysis of
the archival evidence.

Summary: The main objective of this seminar will be the exploration of
female status in the urban environment during the Middle Ages,
especially during the Late Medieval Period (14th-15th centuries). The
attempted approach will be focusing on the ways women functioned in the
spaces of professional activity, such as guilds and trade, but also on their
social appearance and presence. We are also interested in the cases where
women became an object of violent behavior, not only in terms of physical
violence, but also in the sense of verbal abuse and/or exclusion. Within
this context we can also follow the ways that women claimed “equal”
treatment and how they gradually pervaded the social and professional
fabric. Medieval women, just before the commencement of Europe’s
Modernity, prepared in their own way the opening to a new age. The
interpretation of the above mentioned behavioral patterns, as seen in the
light of the questions set by contemporary historiography about modernity
and post-modernity, are within the central targets of this seminar.

Summary: The seminar aims in enlightening the presence and the
activities of the Latin powers, especially the Franks, the Aragonese, the
Venetians and the Genoese in the Mediterranean during the period of the
crusades until the final decline of the Latin dominions in the eastern
Mediterranean because of the Turkish expansion. Emphasis is given in
the policy of the Latins during the 12th-16th centuries, especially their
impact on political, social and economic terms as well as their symbiosis
with the local societies. Through the study of western primary sources
(archival and literary) and secondary literature the students obtain a
better understanding of the situation in Western KEurope and the
Mediterranean during the medieval period.

Summary: The year 1490 marked violently the end of the long and
precarious coexistence of Jewish and Muslim communities with the
dominant Christian ones in Spain and the Iberian Peninsula. The Jews of
Spain had been subjected to the contempt and numerous purges by the
Christians, while the conversion of a large part of the Jewish populations,
following the pogroms of the early 14th century, did not protect the New
Christians from the suspicion of the Spanish Holy Inquisition and the
wrath of the Christian population. In 1490, the Jews of Spain who refused
to convert were forced to leave the kingdom on royal orders. In the 16th
century, the New Christians were exposed to the racist theory of the
‘Purity of the Blood’, of the biological superiority of “old Christians”.
Further in the West, Jewish communities had endured hardship and
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persecution at the end of the 13th century in England, in the second
decade of the 14th century in France, while the Jews of the Holy Roman
Empire had been subjected to mass slaughter and forced conversions
during the crusades, only to be exposed to the racist ‘Blood Libel’ at the
end of the 15th century. Following the Reconquista, Muslims in Spain
faced an increasingly hostile royal mechanism and the Catholic Church,
and suffered numerous waves of forced conversion and expulsion from
Spain in the 16th and 17th centuries. During the 16th century Sephardi
Jews and Moriscos founded large diasporic communities, mainly on the
coast of North Africa and in the Eastern Mediterranean, territory of the
Ottoman Empire. The policies of purgation and purification of the divided
Corpus Christianum, pursued by Western European monarchies, and
accentuated by the Reformation crisis, established a climate of intolerance
that totally negated any prospect of return and re-assimilation of religious
and ethnic refugees. The seminar charts developments in the relations
between persecuting and persecuted religious communities and attempts
to trace points of osmosis between the various religious communities, prior
to the persecutions and in the diasporic universe.

Summary: The seminar deals with aspects of internal, inter European
and intercontinental migration/mobility of western, northern, central and
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central-eastern European populations in connection with those
fundamental economic, social and political processes, which affect and/or
transform Europeans’ lives during the period under examination (namely
industrialization, urbanization, financial and economic crises, war
conflicts, colonial expansion, social policies, nationalisms and nationalistic
policies). Within this broader context we will examine particular forms of
migration such as cyclical or seasonal migration (especially in regard to
rural populations), transatlantic migration and issues like rural exodus,
immigration into urban centres and immigrants’ social integration or
marginalization, forced migration as a means of official handling with
poverty and/or criminality, looking for better living conditions within the
context of colonial empires, population movements as a result of the First
World War and of interwar crises. We are interested in approaching our
subject both from above, looking into state policies, legislation, statistical
evidence and discourses around migration, as well as from the point of
view of a history from below, exploring motives, strategies, practices and
living experiences of historical subjects.

Summary: The year 1490 marked violently the end of the long and
precarious coexistence of Jewish and Muslim communities with the
dominant Christian ones in Spain and the Iberian Peninsula. The Jews of
Spain had been subjected to the contempt and numerous purges by the
Christians, while the conversion of a large part of the Jewish populations,
following the pogroms of the early 14th century, did not protect the New
Christians from the suspicion of the Spanish Holy Inquisition and the
wrath of the Christian population. In 1490, the Jews of Spain who refused
to convert were forced to leave the kingdom on royal orders. In the 16th
century, the New Christians were exposed to the racist theory of the
‘Purity of the Blood’, of the biological superiority of “old Christians”.
Further in the West, Jewish communities had endured hardship and
persecution at the end of the 13th century in England, in the second
decade of the 14th century in France, while the Jews of the Holy Roman
Empire had been subjected to mass slaughter and forced conversions
during the crusades, only to be exposed to the racist ‘Blood Libel’ at the
end of the 15th century. Following the Reconquista, Muslims in Spain
faced an increasingly hostile royal mechanism and the Catholic Church,
and suffered numerous waves of forced conversion and expulsion from
Spain in the 16th and 17th centuries. During the 16th century Sephardi
Jews and Moriscos founded large diasporic communities, mainly on the
coast of North Africa and in the Eastern Mediterranean, territory of the
Ottoman Empire. The policies of purgation and purification of the divided
Corpus Christianum, pursued by Western European monarchies, and
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accentuated by the Reformation crisis, established a climate of intolerance
that totally negated any prospect of return and re-assimilation of religious
and ethnic refugees. The seminar charts developments in the relations
between persecuting and persecuted religious communities and attempts
to trace points of osmosis between the various religious communities, prior
to the persecutions and in the diasporic universe.
