Summary: In 1924, two years after the “Asia Minor Catastrophe”, the
publication of the Social Significance of the Greek Revolution by YanisKordatos
marked the end of the long historiographic 19th century - a century of national
history and historiography - and the transition to the short 20t century, linked
with the entry of Marxist ideas. Not coincidentally, that transition took place
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through the debate on a major event of the history of the Greek state, the
Revolution of 1821. Throughout 20t century, the Revolution emerged as a major
field of historiographic study and research. Its historiographic elaborations
confabulated with their political and social contemporaneity, and constituted a
substantial element for the formation of political genealogies and identities.

The seminar aims to explore that second life of the Revolution, and to pose
questions on the historiographic fate of crucial historical events that determined
people’s lives in a century of major changes. It will focus on interpretation
schemes on the Revolution from the early 20th century to the Metapolitefsi, in the
broader context of the evolution of Greek Historiography. Moreover, the
seminar will explore the relationship of the historiographic production on 1821
with collective memory, as it was formed through celebrations, anniversaries,
literature and works of art. Last, and based on the study of revolutions, such as
the American and the French, the seminar will reflect on the relationship
between historiographic schemes and political uses of history in this never-
ending dialogue between past and present.

Summary: The seminar will focus on the multiple relations (institutional,
economic, political) between the Orthodox Church -and especially the Greek-
Orthodox Patriarchate of Constantinople- and the Ottoman administration
during the period beginning from the Fall of Constantinople (1453) till the end of
the heyday of the Ottoman state (late 16th century). The above mentioned issue
will be discussed mainly through confrontation between Ottoman and Greek
sources related to the Orthodox Church.Among special topics to be discussed

Summary: History of work is a central area of social history, both internationally
and in Greece. Focusing on the history of work, historians illustrated the
formation of social classes, the organization of production, labor movements and
trade unionism, as well as the formation of collective identities and historical
subjects, ideologies and symbolic representations of work, the relations between
different ethnic groups in the workplace, etc. A basic assumption for the
historiographical study of work is that it is a historical category, the significance
of which depends on the social and cultural context in which it is inscribed.
Incorporating gender in the history of work means drawing attention to the
meanings attributed to the difference of male and female work, the
transformations of these concepts and their consequences. Engendering the
history of work means to examine ways in which perceptions of femininity and
masculinity have shaped relations of submission and dominance, and in what
ways they have created mechanisms of exclusion and integration into work and
the labor movement. The introduction of gender into the study of the formation
of the working class, for example, has shown that processes such as
proletarianization and industrialization were not gender-neutral. Making
women visible in the class struggle, feminist historians formulated questions
about how gender experiences affect class consciousness and how gender
perspective acts upon understandings of class formation. Resting on these
historiographical assumptions, the seminar seeks to approach work from the
point of view of gender history, focusing on examples from 19th and 20th c. Greek
history, which will be studied alongside case studies from international
historiography. A range of questions will be discussed, such as: How was the
gendered division of labor constructed and what kind of changes did it go
through in different historical circumstances? What role did perceptions of
gender difference play in defining and building the labor market? How was
industrialization affected by women's work and, conversely, women's
employment by industrialization? What was the impact of labor legislation on
changes in women's work? How did ideas about masculinity and femininity
affect the notions of specialization, technology, and division of labor? What
gender concepts have shaped work identities, labor relations and job hierarchies
between men and women, adult and minors, craftsmen and apprentices? How
has workers' protest been affected by the participation of men and women of
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different professions? How did gender influence policy-making and political
discourses on value, protection, and compensation of male and female work?
How did political and economic crises affect the organization of work in terms of
gender?

Students” assignments include the weekly study and presentation of the
bibliography included in the syllabus of the seminar and the writing of a final
essay.

Summary: The course will discuss the emergence of new forms of social activity

Summary: The seminar aims in enlightening the creation of the Latin
dominions after the first crusade in the Eastern Mediterranean until their final
decline because of the Turkish expansion.

Through the
study of western primary sources and secondary literature the students obtain
a better understanding of the situationin Western Europe and the
Mediterranean during the medieval period.

Summary: In the seminar we examine the development of rural economies and
societies in Europe from the mid 18th century up to the interwar period and from
a comparative perspective. We concentrate on the cases of France, Germany,
Central Europe, Russia, Scandinavia, the Low Countries and Britain. During the
period under consideration, in most of the European continent the population of
the countryside as a whole was numerically considerable, although the processes
of industrialization and urbanization gradually led to its current shrinkage.
Within this context, the agricultural economy and the rural way of life continued
to determine the functioning of European societies to a significant and
sometimes dominant degree. In the seminar we discuss 1) the role of
"agricultural revolutions" in the European economy, 2) the abolition of serfdom,
the concomitant process of peasant liberation, and agrarian reforms in general, 3)
the labour organization in agricultural economy, the gradual mechanization of
agricultural production and their impact on rural economy and society, 4) the
social stratification and the concomitant power relations within European rural
societies, 5) the central place occupied by the household in rural economy and
society in relation to land inheritance systems and the formation of labour,
gender, age, cultural and other relations within domestic groups, 6) the
penetration of home industry and the putting out system in rural Europe, 7)
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pluriactivity as a considerable feature of the rural family economy in relation to
migration patterns and the rural exodus, 8) rural community as power related
and also cultural space, 9) agricultural protests, movements and revolts, the
political organization and activities of farmers.

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Summary: The seminar will focus on the first phase of the rise of European
colonial empires, from the voyages of Columbus in late 15th century to their era
of decline, mid-18th century. In this, first phase, the American continent takes the
central stage, being claimed by four European powers, Portugal, Spain, France
and England. The European colonial expansion met with dramatic fluctuations,
closely intertwined with major events in the European continent: Competition
with the Portuguese and Spanish colonial pioneers, the evolution of national
strategies of colonial expansion and imperialism by the kingdoms of England
and France, and subsequently by rising powers, such as Holland, the
Reformation crisis and the Wars of Religion it unleashed, the mass colonization
of the New World with European religious dissenters in the 17t century, the
revolts and later revolutionary movements in European colonies, the new,
hostile perception of colonial expansion and colonial slavery brought forth by
the Enlightenment, constitute landmarks in this, first phase of European colonial
expansion.

Second major subject of the seminar, the transformation of the European
colonialist narrative during this first phase of colonial expansion, which can be
summarized as “conquest, evangelization, commerce, acculturation”. The conquest
and subjugation of indigenous societies, their demographic annihilation and
substitution by mass-imported African slaves, the refugee diaspora in the New
World, engendered by the European Wars of Religion, the climaxing of
European conflicts and their spill-over beyond the European continent, the
emergence of new, mixed-race and Creole societies, the rivalry between
European national economies aiming at the domination of the world market,
with its most potent expression in the “merchant wars” of the 17th and 18th
centuries, the spread of democratic, revolutionary ideals, initially from Europe
to the New World and subsequently, the other way around during the 18t
century, all these generated ethnographies which inevitably did not refer only to
the subjugated indigenous populations, but also encompassed the Europeans,
contributing to the revolutionary transformation of the European worldview
and the rise of a new, mass political consciousness.
