Summary: After 1204, a new ecclesiastical reality took shape in the Greek lands
under the Venetians and other Western suzerains, its chief feature being the
dominant institutional status of the Latin Church over the previously prevailing
Orthodox Church. This seminar will study the multifaceted roles of the Orthodox
and the Latin Church, roles that were intertwined and that influenced the whole
spectrum of public and private life in the Greek-Latin East, with particular focus
being placed on their connection with the local societies. More specifically, the issues
that will be treated are: the relations of the two Churches with the political
authorities of each Greek region, with the members of the various social strata, as
well as between themselves; the social origins of the clergymen and monks of the
two Churches and their respective internal hierarchies; the involvement in financial
affairs of the two Churches (via, inter alia, bishops, monastic orders, and monastic
communities) and of individual persons-members of theirs; their philanthropic and
educational activities; their contribution to the promotion not only of theology but
also of literature and the arts; and, finally, their role in the molding of identities and
ideological trends. By incorporating new and original perspectives and viewpoints,
the seminar aims to achieve a comprehensive understanding of the Church of that
age as it related to broader social contexts and constituting as it did one of the chief
factors in the historical development of the world of the Greek-Latin East. Primary
historical sources, and particularly public and notarial documents, will be utilized.

Note: The seminar course will be taught in weekly 3-hour lessons over a
minimum of 13 weeks. Five of the 3-hour seminar lessons will have the character of
open meetings/lectures.

Summary: Approaching the Greek Revolution of 1821 from the perspective of the
global history of the revolutions of the late 18th and the early 19th century, the
seminar aims, on the one hand, to familiarize students with the rich literature on the
revolutionary phenomenon and, on the other, to look for the junctures of the Greek
Revolution with the revolutions of its time. With reference to the Mediterranean
context in particular, links will be sought in the political and diplomatic contect, the
political programmes and vocabularies of the revolutions of the time, the
communicative practices of the revolutionaries and their legitimacy policies.

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Summary: After the end of World War II, all European countries had to face the
legacies of that traumatic and often conflictual experience. The seminar aims at
analyzing the politics of dealing with the war past as new forms of state policies that
sought to restore the social balance and legitimize postwar governments by means of
validating or disqualifying a wide range of practices and behaviors, which had
occurred during the war. After an introductory theoretical approach to these policies,
we shall examine the Greek case of the recognition of the Resistance as a national
example within an international context. The recognition of the Resistance in Greece
constituted a long process which entailed public policies that affected the formation
of both society and the political system for at least half a century: politics of symbolic
and material restitution, as well as of inclusion and exclusion. The seminar will
explore the recognition of the Greek Resistance as:a) an institutional-legal process
that had as its key concept the notion of justice, b) a political demand of inclusion in
the political system, c) a policy of welfare and discrimination at the same breath, d)
an area of conflict between different groups and associations, e) a moral duty of
memory. Furthermore, the rather long chronicle of recognition will be also studied as
a process in the course of which narrativization of the past was set in motion and
“Resistance” was being (re)conceptualized.

Summary: How are social and gender hierarchies, and power relations in the Ionian
Islands during the last century of the Venetian rule highlighted and reflected
through marital conflicts, inappropriate sexual behavior of married men and,
especially, married women, broken marriage promises, and rapes? To what extent
does the sexual deviation threaten the structures of the Venetian political-patriarchal
system, and to what extent do divorces and illegal marriages reveal its ruptures?
How is sexual crime conceptualized and to what extent do the Venetian subjects
assimilate or use the legal practices of the Dominant or of the Orthodox Church?
How do the State and the Church, Catholic and Orthodox, intervene and regularize
sexual life by "invading" the private sphere? Lastly, to what extent do sentiments,
affections and social behaviors emerge through the archive material?

All these questions will be discussed in the course of the seminar, during
which students will study the literature in order to use it in the analysis of the
archival evidence.

Summary: The seminar will focus on the information provided about the Ottoman
administration by the Greek chronicles that cover the period from ca. 1453 till around
the end of the 16th century. As indicative examples, except the four “chronicles
relating the Fall of Constantinople” (Ducas, Sphrantzes, Chalcocandylas, Critobulus)
we mention the “Ecthesis Chronica” (ca 1543), the “Historia Patriarchica
Constantinopoleos” (1578) and the “Chronicle of Pseudo-Dorotheos” (end of the 16t
century). The main field of research will cover the institutions of the Ottoman state,
the Ottoman economy and society as they appear through the above mentioned
texts. Particular attention will be accorded on matters of political ideology: were the
Ottoman sultans considered through those chronicles as “infidels”, “oppressors” or
“destroyers of civilization” or on the contrary as “instruments of Divine Providence”
and “legal monarchs”? The different approaches of the chroniclers on such matters
seem to depend on their attachment on the Roman Catholic Church (“Unionists”) or
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on the contrary on the Orthodoc Patriarchate of Constantinople. They also depend on
the time the texts under question were composed. The above mentioned issues will
be studied with the support of the existing secondary bibliography on matters such
as the organization of the Ottoman state and society as well as the status of the
Orthodox subjects of the Ottoman sultans after the fall of the Byzantine Empire.

The subject of the seminar will be the process of establishing the humanities in the
newly founded Greek state, a process closely associated with the conditions under
which the new state was built. The disciplines of Classical Philology, Archeology,
History (the ancient Greek studies had a privileged position), Neoehellenic
Philology, Linguistics, Folklore Studies, and Philosophy have been gradually
emerging during the 19th century. The process took place mainly in the framework
of the Othonian University, but also out of it. This can be deduced from the
publications in the press and the periodicals of the time, as well as from the writings
of high school teachers. An important role was played by the relevant developments
in Europe mainly in Germany where most of the scholars attended university
courses. Another important factor of this analysis will be the substance and the role
of a group of «intellectuals» with diverse work and their transformation into
specialized scholars («scientists»).

Summary: The course examines aspects of the social, intellectual and institutional
history of Modern Greece in the inter-war period. Firstly, the political, diplomatic
and military history of Greece in the inter-war period will be reviewed in its broader
European context. Secondly, the course will illustrate the main agents in the process
of social and institutional change. The influx of the refugees, the land reform, the
depopulation of the countryside (Landflucht), social mobility and the expansion of the
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petty bourgeoisie, as well as the impact of the world economic crisis on the Greek
economy will be highlighted. Thirdly, I will seek to demonstrate how the revival of
the National Schism, the crisis of the bourgeois hegemony and the overreaction
against the threat of communism determined institutional changes in the form of
government during the Second Republic and the Metaxas regime. Last but not least, I
will shed light on new intellectual phenomena that made their appearance in inter-
bellum Greece, such as corporatism, agrarianism, geopolitics and geoeconomics, and
neo-Malthusianism.

Summary: Historiographical study of work is based on the assumption that it is a
historical category, the significance of which depends on the social and cultural
context in which it is inscribed. Incorporating gender in the history of work means
drawing attention to the meanings attributed to the difference of male and female
work, the transformations of these concepts and their consequences. Engendering the
history of work means to examine ways in which perceptions of femininity and
masculinity have shaped relations of submission and dominance, and created
mechanisms of exclusion and integration into work and the labor movement. The
introduction of gender into the study of the formation of the working class, for
example, has shown that processes such as proletarianization and industrialization
were not gender-neutral. Rendering women visible in the class struggle, feminist
historians formulated questions about how gender experiences affect class
consciousness and how gender perspective acts upon understandings of class
formation. Resting on these historiographical assumptions, the seminar seeks to
approach work from the point of view of gender history, focusing on examples from
19th and 20th c. Greek history, which will be studied alongside case studies from
international historiography. A range of questions will be discussed, such as: How
was the gendered division of labor constructed in different historical circumstances?
What role did perceptions of gender difference play in defining and building the
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labor market? How was industrialization affected by women's work and, conversely,
women's employment by industrialization? What was the impact of labor legislation
on changes in women's work? How did ideas about masculinity and femininity affect
the notions of specialization, technology, and division of labor? What views about
gender have shaped work identities, labor relations and job hierarchies between men
and women, adults and minors, craftsmen and apprentices? How has workers'
protest been affected by the participation of men and women of different
professions? How did gender influence policy-making and political discourses on
value, protection, and compensation of male and female work? How did political
and economic crises affect the organization of work in terms of gender?

Students” assignments include the weekly study and presentation of the
bibliography included in the syllabus of the seminar and the writing of a final essay.

Summary: The seminar aims in enlightening the presence and the activities of the
Latin powers, especially the Franks, the Aragonese, the Venetians and the Genoese in
the Mediterranean during the period of the crusades until the final decline of the
Latin dominions in the eastern Mediterranean because of the Turkish expansion.
Emphasis is given in the policy of the Latins from the 12t to the 16t century,
especially their impact on political, social and economic terms, as well as their
symbiosis with the local societies.

life. Furthermore the history of the family is examined within the broader socio-
economic, political and cultural context and in relation to it. We are thus also
interested in state, church or communal policies regarding the family, regulating
marriage and the relations between family members.
